An eight day High Sierra adventure into Kings Canyon 

National Park  

Rating: Strenuous Terrain: Trail and Cross country 

Trip Type : Lollipop  

Total distance 32 miles, 7485' gain/loss Elevations : 

9273õ to 12,900õ  

Description: A trail and cross country to the emblematic 

heart of the Sierra ð Evolution Valley. Exact itinerary de-

pend on weather, snow pack and group conditioning and may be modified to suit current conditions.  

Trip Plan: Fri Aug 6 or Sat Aug 7: Drive to trailhead (Hwy 395 to Bishop then head to North Lake. Sleep at 

North Lake Campground or in the parking lot. If you arrive on Fri, take acclimatization hike on Sat. Acclimati-

zation hike is strongly recommended.  

Sun Aug 8: Leave North Lake Trailhead at 8am. Backpack 5.3 miles from Trailhead 9273õ to Upper Lamarck 

Lake then cross country (x -c) up and over x -c pass Lamarck Col 12,900õ to Darwin Canyon Lakes 

11,670õ (+3625,-2332õ).  

Mon Aug 9: Backpack x -c 2.5 from Darwin Canyon Lakes11,670õ passing through Darwin bench 11,245õ and 

then descending to meet the PCT/JMT above Evolution Valley 10,710õ . Descend to East end of Evolution Val-

ley 9900õ. Make camp off trail near L shaped lake. (+0õ,-1770õ) New Moon today.  

Tues Aug 10 Backpack 3 miles x -c from East end of Evolution Valley 9900õ up McGee Canyon to McGee Lakes 

10,816õ (+916õ, -0õ)  

Weds -Thurs Aug 11 -12 layover days or explore area on day excursions. Swim in alpine lakes. Bask in Sierra 

Bliss! Perseids Meteor Shower peaks 8/12 under dark skys.  

Fri Aug 13: Back pack mostly on trail 8 miles from McGee Lakes 10,816õ up 744õ over McGee Lakes pass 

11,560õ to PCT/JMT descend to Evolution Lake10,852õ then down to use trail at 10,700õ that leads back up 545õ 

to Darwin bench 11,245õ (+1289õ,-860õ)  

Sat Aug 14: Backpack x -c 5 miles from Darwin bench 11,245õ past Darwin Canyon Lakes11,670õ up and over x

-c pass Lamarck Col 12,900õ to Upper Lamarck Lake 10,981õ (+1655õ,-1919õ)  

Sun Aug 15: Backpack on trail 3 miles Upper Lamarck Lake 10,981õ to North Lake Trailhead 9273õ (+0,-1708õ) 

Lunch in Bishop and drive home.  

Other Details: Group size is limited to 6 people. Bear Canister NOT required.  

Prerequisite: Having been on at least 4 -day backpack with leader or equivalent.  

Fee: $40 members, $45 non -members. Fee includes wilderness permit fees but no campground fees. Last day 

to register will be July 27. No refund once you signup.

OC/LB Hosts Conference 2010 at 

ñLeo Carrillo State Parkò 

October 14th to 17th 
 

 

The park has 1.5 miles of beach for swimming, surfing, windsurf-

ing, surf fishing and beachcombing. The beach also has tide pools, 

coastal caves and reefs for exploring. Giant sycamores shade the 

main campgrounds. The park also features back-country hiking.  

 

Nature walks and campfire programs are offered and a small visi-

tor center has interpretive displays. During the summer, children's 

programs are available. 

The park was named after Leo Carrillo (1880-1961), actor, preservationist and conservationist, served on the Cali-

fornia Beach and Parks commission for eighteen years, and was instrumental in the state's acquisition of the Hearst 

property at San Simeon. He was related by blood and marriage to a long line of distinguished original Californians. 

Leo's greatest fame came from his portrayal of Pancho, the sidekick to Duncan Renaldo's Cisco Kid, an early 

1950's TV series.  

Hikers have a choice of gentle or more energetic walks. Yellow Hill Fire Trail offers panoramic views of the beach; 

on a clear day, you can see Anacapa, Santa Catalina and Santa Cruz, three of the Channel Islands in the distance 

out at sea. The steeper Nicholas Flat Trail meanders through wildflowers and various plant communities to a sea-

sonal pond. A short nature trail loops near the campfire center at the rear of Canyon Campground.

The park is located 28 miles northwest of Santa Monica on the Pacific Coast Highway (Highway 1.)

 The Orange County/Long Beach & San Diego Chapters have  re-

served space at  Cuyamaca Rancho State Park. This is a mountain 

setting 16 miles south of Julian Ca. and east of Escondido. We will 

camp at about 4,500 feet in elevation in a pine forest.  

Arrival: . We have the sites for Friday through Sunday, you 

may arrive on any of these days. Some will come on Friday after-

noon and the rest on Saturday.         

 

Activities:We have over one hundred miles of hiking trailst 

to chose from, plus all the scenic views to chose for photo a opt. 

There is a lake about 2 miles away, and full boat rentals at the lake 

side. Julian is 16 miles to the north and is the apple capital of Cali-

fornia. Julian is a quiet little former mining town from the late 1800ôs. It is now however a tourist destination. There 

are plenty of apple pie shops and restaurants if a afternoon meal is your thing.We will hike on Friday afternoon. Satur-

day we should have time for at least 2 hikes.  

 

 

Meals: Pot Luck dinner on Saturday night, bring 3 to 4 servings, If 

you have a favorite Wine feel free to bring a bottle. 

          Weather: We will be at 4,500 ft elevation, it can be warm at 

this time of year. Night time temperatures should be in the 50s, It 

should be very warm during the day, high 80ôs or 90ôs. Bring 

plenty of 

drinking water. 

Cool cloths for 

the hikes, pack 

snack material 

for the hikes, 

and water,water water. The hiking trails run up to 6,000 feet in ele-

vation. 

 

Location: Paso Picacho camp grounds are 16miles south of Julian 

California, (south and east of Escondido) From OC I would rec-

ommend taking the 5 south to Highway 76, go east past the I-15, 

76 will turn into 78, go east through Julian to the sites.. If you take 

highway 78 east from I-15 there is major sewer construction , plus 

this road sucks. There is an alternate route to all of the above, Take the I-5 

south to I-805 to I-8 east, then to 79 north 10 miles to the park, this is a 

slightly longer route but will keep you on the interstates, this is a slighly 

longer route but is much easier.
