Nature walks and campfire programs are offered and a 
small visitor center has interpretive displays. During the 
summer, children's programs are available. 

The park was named after Leo Carrillo (1880-1961), 
actor, preservationist and conservationist, served on the 
California Beach and Parks commission for eighteen 
years, and was instrumental in the state's acquisition of 
the Hearst property at San Simeon. He was related by 
blood and marriage to a long line of distinguished 
original Californians. Leo's greatest fame came from 
his portrayal of Pancho, the sidekick to Duncan 
Renaldo's Cisco Kid, an early 1950's TV series.  

Hikers have a choice of gentle or more energetic walks 
on Yellow Hill Fire Trail offers panoramic views of the 
beach; on a clear day, you can see Anacapa, Santa 
Catalina and Santa Cruz, three of the Channel Islands in 
the distance out at sea. The steeper Nicholas Flat Trail 
meanders through wildflowers and various plant 
communities to a seasonal pond. A short nature trail 
loops near the campfire center at the rear of Canyon 
Campground.

From all other locations take the I-10 to Santa Monica, go 
north on Pacific Coast Highway (HWY 1) through Santa 
Monica, past Mailibu. The park enterence is just north of 
the city on the right hand side of the road. 
From the south take the 405 north to I-10 west.
